1. Information on how to enter and prizes forms part of these terms and conditions. By participating in the Promotion, you agree to be bound by these terms and conditions. 

Entry

3. You must be aged 18 years or over to enter. Entry is open to Australian and New Zealand residents who purchase from an authorised outlet (or receive as part of a subscription) an issue of Woman’s Day Puzzles that is listed in Table A. Employees of the Promoter and their immediate family and other persons associated with the Promotion are ineligible to enter.
